A Cappella Council By-Laws

I. Purpose 

The A Cappella Council subcommittee shall consist of all PAC groups whose main mission is performing a cappella vocal music. The main purpose of the A Cappella Council (ACK) shall be to coordinate auditions between a cappella groups, to resolve issues pertaining to a cappella groups, and to maintain a sense of community among all a cappella groups.

II. A Cappella Council Chair

The duties of the ACK chair include, but are not limited to:

            - Coordinating common auditions in the fall semester;

            - Coordinating monthly ACK meetings;

            - Organizing IntroSing, with the SMAC chair;

            - Mediating disputes between ACK groups;

            - Attending all Performing Arts Council (PAC) meetings;

            - Assisting at all PAC Performing Arts Nights.

III. Auditions 

All ACK groups must hold auditions during one common week as set by the ACK Chair. All groups are required to attend the callback meeting held after all auditions in order to facilitate scheduling between groups. The ACK Chair shall run the callback meeting unless a conflict of interest exists, in which case the ACK Chair is responsible for finding an appropriate substitute. 

If one new member is invited to join more than one group, that new member must attend callbacks for all groups before accepting membership in any group.

IV. Membership

ACK shall make a recommendation to PAC regarding new membership as per the criteria described in the PAC Constitution. A positive recommendation to the body shall require an affirmative 2/3 vote. 

A change in any ACK group's mission or purpose statement is subject to approval by ACK. Positive approval of the change shall require an affirmative 2/3 vote.
