Dance Arts Council By-Laws

I. Purpose

The Dance Arts Council subcommittee shall consist of all PAC groups whose main mission is performing shows in the dance genre of the performing arts. The main purpose of the Dance Arts Council (DAC) shall be to coordinate auditions and interviews among Dance groups, to resolve issues pertaining to the Dance groups, and to maintain a sense of community among all Dance groups.

II. Dance Arts Council Chair

The DAC Chair will be elected by DAC in February concurrent with the PAC elections. Election requires a majority vote of 2/3.

The duties of the DAC Chair shall consist of (but not restricted to) the following:

- Coordinate auditions for the fall and spring semester;

- Mediate disputes between DAC groups, including audition and space concerns;

           - Attendance at all Performing Arts Council (PAC) Meetings;

           - Coordination of (at least) monthly DAC Meetings;

           - Assistance at all PAC Performing Arts Nights;

- Based on the decision by the DAC subcommittee, coordination of a dance benefit including all interested DAC groups, as defined in Section IV.

III. Auditions

At the first DAC meeting of the fall semester, all DAC groups must submit their audition schedule (including first round auditions as well as callbacks) to the DAC Chair. For dance groups performing pieces of common genres:

            - Auditions and callbacks must be scheduled such that all 

            interested persons can attend auditions/callbacks for all groups 

            they are interested in;

            - New members invited to join a group need not accept or reject 

            the invitation until they have heard the audition result for all groups 

            performing pieces of common genres for which they auditioned.

DAC Audition Policy

All DAC groups must visibly post the following at their auditions and interviews. All groups must ensure that persons auditioning have read and understood the following policy.

Acceptance of a role or position is a serious commitment. It is important to have a stable ensemble of dancers. Therefore: Any individual, when accepted into a group, has the right to refuse or accept the role as a dancer.

Policy regarding sharing of Dancers:

If there are no time conflicts in rehearsal and performance times, dancers may belong to more than one group. In the case that there is a conflict, the member will have to choose in which group he or she will participate.

IV. Dance Benefit

A Dance Benefit Coordinator will be elected in February following the benefit show, concurrent with the PAC and DAC Chair elections. Each year, all DAC representatives will organize a dance benefit, with proceeds benefiting charity. DAC has the right to invite dance groups not in the DAC community to participate in the Benefit. It will become the responsibility of the Benefit Coordinator to organize the production of the show, including (but not limited to) reserving the theater, publicity, ticket sales in addition to coordination of rehearsal time for all groups in the theater, recruiting theater technicians and acting as liaison to theater administration, and informing DAC of all progress. Every performing group must provide production assistance as needed by the Coordinator.

V. Membership

A group shall make a recommendation to PAC regarding new membership as per the criteria described in the PAC Constitution. A positive recommendation shall require an affirmative 2/3 vote.

A change in any DAC group's mission or purpose statement is subject to approval by DAC. Positive approval of the change shall require an affirmative 2/3 vote.
